Materials and Supplies
200 yards fingering weight yarn; shown in Crystal
Palace Panda Silk color #5203 Biscotti

Size US 5 (3.75 mm) knitting needles suggested

432 size 6/0 (4 mm diameter) glass seed beads
(approx 36 g); shown in Miyuki color #592 Ivory Ceylon

For stringing and placing beads:

- Small tapestry needle, dental floss threader or similar
that is small enough to fit through the hole in beads

- Tiny crochet hook or similar that is small enough to
fit through the hole in beads

Gauge Approx 22 stitches = 4" over
stockinette stitch; 17 stitches = 4"
over blocked lace stitch pattern
