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HeartStrings Pattern: H97 - 3282
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Finished as one continuous piece, the loop can be 
draped casually twice around the neck as a cowl, 
worn elegantly over your head and once around 
your neck, or simply as a loop scarf.

Finished Size  52" loop by 5" wide (double thickness)

Materials and Supplies
390 yards fingering weight yarn

Size US 7 (4.5 mm) 16" circular knitting needle suggested

160 size 6/0 (4 mm diameter) glass seed beads  
(approximately 15 g)

Crochet hook or similar that is small enough to fit 
through the hole in beads

Gauge  Approx 20 stitches = 4" over stockinette stitch; 
28 stitches = 4" over stitch pattern

Beading Technique  Crochet hook method

Construction  Worked circularly as a narrow tube; “fake 
grafted” seam is used to join cast on to bound off edge
